If you have children who use the YMCA, the following message is important. 
We have been directed by the State of Oregon Child Care Division that
are welcome to use the YMCA facilities when registered in a YMCA staff-supervised program or area. Otherwise,  

 all youth members (under the age of 13)  

they must remain under direct supervision of a parent, legal guardian or designated person age 14 and up. A child 
left unattended at our YMCA under the age of 13 violates the rules of our child care license and puts our youth at 
risk.  Please take a few minutes to read the detailed schedule of supervised programs and services available to you 
and your children this summer. Our mission with youth is to promote character development and healthy living.  
Please read these rules and review them with your children.

• Child Watch – Ages 8 weeks thru 7 years old.  
Monday thru Friday, 8:00 am – 8:00 pm and Saturday, 8:00 am – 11:30 am. Three-hour limit.  
(Members - $1.75 hourly, $.90 half-hour.  Community members - $3.50 hourly) 

• Fun Zone, Evening - Ages 8 thru 12 years old.  
Monday thru Thursday, 4:00 – 8:00 pm  
(Free to members, Community Members - $2.00)  

• Activity Center – Ages 8 thru 18 years old. Parent/guardian must
Supervised summer hours: 8:30 – 5:00 pm.

• Summer Kids Connection Day Camp - Ages 6 thru 12 years old.

• Preschool Summer Programs – Ages 2 ½ thru 5 years old.   
(See brochure for schedule details and fees. Subject to availability - waiting list being taken) 

• Sports camps and other youth programs -listed on the back of this page  
• Community swim -Parents are strongly encouraged to stay onsite while children are participating in 

community swim, a waiver of liability must be on file with the membership department for all youth. For 
members this is done at time of sign up. Community members see welcome center for your form. 
Please update all addresses and emergency contact information with the welcome center or 
membership desk. 
 

Unsupervised areas - Children 12 and under must be accompanied by a parent or guardian over the age 
of 14 
 

at all times. 

• Summer USDA Food Program – Free to all children ages 1 thru 18 years old.  
(Breakfast 8:00 – 9:00 am and Lunch 11:30 – 12:30)  
Parents, adult members and staff may purchase meal tickets at the Membership Desk.  
The YMCA is an equal opportunity provider. 

• Activity Center – Ages 8 thru 18 years old. 
(Unsupervised during YMCA open hours except for 8:30 – 5:00 pm Monday thru Friday) 

• Racquetball courts, viewing areas, outside pool deck and gymnasium. 
• Parkview Skating- is not a part of the YMCA, rules may vary see Parkview Skating for more information.  

Young Adult members must be 13 years old and older to use the hot tub or to use the cardio and 
strength training rooms (training required). The use of the steam room, sauna and adult locker rooms 
is restricted to those 18 and older. 

Remember, no one is turned away from YMCA membership or programs for the inability 
to pay.  Please let us know if you know a young person who would benefit from a YMCA 
membership.
